3. Provides peer support and assists consumers navigate the mental health system to include, but not limited to: point of entry, changes in levels of care, emergency situations, outpatient and inpatient settings.

4. Provides Recovery Oriented and Goal Setting Group/Individual sessions in both Chilton and Shelby County Outpatient Offices and provides opportunities for consumers to:
A. Recognize hope for recovery and a better life existence;

B. Develop coping skills;

C. Develop problem solving skills;

D. Develop assertive communication skills;

E. Develop skill in combating negative self-talk;

F. Develop a personal recovery plan;

G. Identify barriers to and steps for reaching recovery goals;

H. Increase self awareness;

I. Develop behavior modifications;
5. Assists existing consumer support groups in both Chilton and Shelby Counties to grow, reach out to consumers and to provide a strong basis of support for consumers in their recovery efforts.  Develop additional support groups as needed with express purpose of connecting consumers to support groups.

6. Encourages consumers to enlist family support and provides educational groups to families to promote the recovery concept.

7. Provides Recovery Oriented presentations to various groups, to include, but not limited to:
A. Residential Programs

B. Day Treatment Programs

C. Consumers in the Supportive Housing Program

D. Community groups to assist in reducing stigma associated with Mental Illness.

8. Serves as a bridge between consumers and service providers; empowers consumers to advocate for needed support; channels initial grievances and identified rights violations; and alerts service providers of barriers to treatment services.

9. Participates as a member of the clinical team and encourages consumers to have an active role as a member of their team.  Assists consumers in relating identified recovery goals to be included in their treatment plan.
